Read the following example of a TIEA paragraph:

Thesis: 

Jack hurt Piggy on purpose, which caused the rest of the boys on the island to kill one another. 

Paragraph: 

Jack intentionally hurt Piggy because Jack treated Piggy unfairly during the book. This means that he was mean to Jack for no reason. For example, he called Piggy “‘Fatty!  Go home to your Auntie for your ass-mar! Asthma, ass-mar! No one likes you and you should go back to your Auntie’” (Golding 45). Jack teased Piggy by telling him that he should go to his Auntie for his asthma. By yelling at Piggy for his asthma, Jack caused conflict by making Piggy feel that the two were not friends. Another example was when Jack “pushed Piggy on the rock, grabbed his glasses and ran off” yelling “’Got the glasses! Got the glasses” to his tribe members (Golding 102). By pushing Piggy on a rock and stealing his glasses, Jack made Piggy unable to see anything. He happily ran away with Piggy’s glasses, meaning that he did not care about how Piggy felt. Both actions lead to Piggy joining the other tribe, and the other tribe fighting Jack’s tribe. Jack treated Piggy cruelly in the book.
